Both cameras are equipped with an IEEE 1394b interface available as standard copper or optical fiber ports.

For even higher resolution requirements, the Prosilica GE4900 is a 16-Megapixel version of the Prosilica GE series of high-performance Gigabit Ethernet cameras. The camera features a compact housing to fit the high-resolution Kodak KAI-16000 CCD Sensor. Thanks to its GigE Vision™ interface, the GE4900 allows for cable lengths of up to 100m (300 ft.) with conventional Cat5e or Cat6 network cables.
